A big part of the role of the Chamber is to represent the business and
community at a variety of activities that enhance our local way of life. This
month I thought it best to update everyone on what the discussions are at
some of the meetings | have been to recently.

Employer Jobs Roundtable. This task force focuses on trying to solve |
the issue of the shortage of employees here in the mountain community.
There are jobs to be had but the lack of peoFle looking for a job, the lack of affordable
housing, the lack of public transportation all contribute to the challenge that we have of
finding and kee&ning good em]illoyees. Restaurants, retail stores, veterinarians, banks, offices
are all impacted. We are working on creative solutions to help ease the problem but there is
no single right answer. One suggestion was to raise wages. Great but higher wages means
higher prices, sales decrease, jobs are lost, it is just not that simple.

One interesting thing we found is that employers who are co-located that only have part
time jobs available work with their neighbors to share employees so both business can keep
running cfficicntly and the cmploycc can have full time work. Collaboration is happcning
and encouraged and seems to be helping the issue.

Transportation Advisory Committee. This group is Working to improve and keep
public transportation in the mountain communitfr. The first item is a scheduled weekly
service from the senior living apartments to loca shopping areas. Currently these haﬁ}nen
without a formal schedule but we are hoping to increase ridership and increase availablity of
transportation for seniors with a firm schedule of buses.

In regard to the transportation of employees to the area for work, talks are happening with
RTD and the county commissioners office to see if we can get cross community public
transportation-say Pine to Conifer to Evergreen and back to assist mountain communit
residents in finding and keeping work. Employers are also connecting to study the feasibility
of a shared shuttle service from the Golden area.

Monthly Meetings with Commissioner Rosier-This month I found that although the
county’s unemployment rate is very low that the need for human services such as rent
assistance, food pantry needs are still on the rise, meaning that although people are working
it is still a stretch to afford their bills. The county is investigating a variety oiP solutions to
combat the issue.

Visit Denver-I went to their partnership meeting just last week. Evergreen participates in
Visit Denver because we want to encourage convention goers and vacationers to consider
coming to the mountain communities for day or overnig%t trips. Our message is to
encourage outdoor recreation paired with a vibrant business community to attract visitors.
