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Evergreen Christian Outreach is celebrating 30 years of service to the
mountain community. EChO’s modest beginning was a collaboration
of three churches who recognized a need in the community and
offered canned goods from storage in a church closet. That first year,
they served five to six families. Since that time, the services provided
as well as the level of need, have dramatically increased. Last year
EChO provided aid to 679 unique families.

An average of 150 to 175 families come to EChO each week to shop
in the food pantry, utilize the EChO Jobs Program, receive financial
assistance or a caring referral to any of the other resources available.
