Be cautious around grain on the farm. It takes just a few seconds for a person to be pulled down and under a flowing mass of grain. This can quickly lead to suffocation.  Unloading grain creates a similar pull to quick sand. 

Children should never play or climb on grain. Working with grain can be dangerous even for the most experienced farmer. Make sure you and your children know the risks and act accordingly.
