4. Going forward, we will treat ANY incidents that involve ANY property damage as 

an accident until we can confirm otherwise. 
5. Any incidents – no matter how insignificant they may seem, must be reported 

by the driver/employee same day. 

Remember: as the seasons continue to change, it will be getting darker earlier 

and colder. Always be cautious of pedestrians/students & slick roadways.

 You are not allowed to walk through 

the shop. 
 

 I f you think there is something wrong 

with your MTN vehicle, write it up – Don’t 

forget to include your bus number. 
 

 Remember to turn everything off in your 

vehicle, especially the headlights. 

 

 Make sure the key is turned OFF when 
you park your bus. The key should stay 

in the bus at all times. 

 

 If your heat doesn’t blow warm air, 

check the heater hose shut off valves 

located in the engine compartment to 

make sure they are open. 

 
 Holiday Fuel Procedures (Authorized 

Employees): 

A. Press pay inside 

B. Use only regular 87 octane gas for 

gasoline *or* regular diesel for diesel buses. 

C. Write down your bus number & mileage 

before you go in to pay – you will need 

them at the counter. 

D. Politely tell the clerk that you are from MTN. 

E. They will swipe your card & and you will 

need to enter your driver ID code #, bus #, 

and mileage. 

F. If they ask for your ID, please show them. 

G. Sign both receipts.
