The water we use comes from a variety of sources:
groundwater, runoff captured in local reservoirs,
water imported from the Sacramento-San Joaquin
Delta and recycled water.

Recycled water is wastewater that is cleaned
through multiple levels of treatment. Recycled water
is clean, clear, and safe for non-potable uses. This
processed waler is freated to sirict standards set

by the California Department of Public Health and
is rigorously monitored by local, state and federal
agencies to ensure if continuously meets those
standards. Recycled water is safe for irrigation,
industrial, and agricultural uses. It is not used as a
drinking waler source.
